We continue to welcome Pastor Chris back with us in today’s service!

Building Maintenance work – Wednesday, July 24th, Houck Services completed 
re-roofing the center tower and re-covering the HVAC ductwork on the adult SS 
roof. As of August 2nd, they have replaced the section of rusted out rain gutter and 
downspout at the rear of the building. In addition, they have assisted us in clearing 
out all the heavy metal debris left under the carillon when it was dismantled and will 
be checking that rubber roof for any damage done by that debris and making 
repairs as needed. There are still several other small areas around windows that 
they need to address and seal up where water is getting inside. We are very blessed 
to have this company here – they have been super to work with and have respected     
our building and kept things cleaned up as they went, plus they take pride in what 
they do! 
 
Please note – we will not be collecting school supplies this year. We have a 
number of Back Packs left from last year and will use them this year. Thank you to 
all who faithfully donate to this project each year.

Flower and Bulletin Sponsors for 2024–The 2024 sign-up register is in the 
church office on the desk if you want to reserve a date for the balance of the year.

Ushers & Head Ushers, Greeters and Scripture Readers are 
needed for our worship service each week. Both ladies and 
gentlemen are welcome to participate and new faces are always welcome. 
There are sign-up sheets on the table at the rear of the sanctuary where 
you can sign up for any of these. Please consider helping out with these 
portions of our service so that our program is complete. Thank you. 
  
Card Ministry – our visitation team has placed some cards in a box on 
the table at the rear of the sanctuary which you are encouraged to add a 
brief note in and sign for our shut-ins. St. Paul’s will then put postage on these 
and mail them to brighten up their day between visits by our Pastor and the 
Visitation Team. While there may not always be cards there each week, please 
check the box regularly and write in them when there are some available. Won’t you 
help to brighten up someone’s day a little? Nothing to buy, but much to give 
someone for so little effort! 
  
An added feature to our website – under the Online Giving category, a 
“miscellaneous” option has been added. This feature can now be used if you wish to 
pay online for flowers, sandwich sales, special events – anything that is apart from 
the standard items listed there now. Please note that you will need to call or email 
the church office to let us know what the payment is for, as there isn’t a way to 
indicate this information online. Thank you. 
 
Prayer Requests Reminder—If you have a prayer request you would like to share 
with Pastor Chris and/or the congregation, please fill out one of the cards located in 
the pews and hand it to one of the ushers during the opening hymn. The card also 
has a side where you can indicate if you want the request spoken in the service, or 
kept for private prayer time, please be sure to mark that as well. 
    
Adult Sunday School- Join us Sunday mornings for our Adult Sunday School class. 
From 9:00 to 9:40 AM, we meet in the Lounge. We are reading and discussing the 
book of Luke.

Please Note- Wi-Fi access in the church is now available via the St. Paul’s 
Guest network. There is no password required. 
 
Dumpster Update- our waste hauler, Republic Services, was approached about 
repositioning our dumpster in another direction so that if cars are parked there, 
we did not have to worry about their truck getting to it. They agreed and the unit 
has been turned towards N. Charles St. This enables their truck to come in the 
alley off of N. Charles and access the dumpster from there without coming in 
from the parking lot side, making things easier for everybody all around. 
 
An update on the Upper Room devotionals – Now that we have received a 
quantity of a 90-day Introductory Edition of Our Daily Bread devotional for your 
use, and have set up a subscription with them, The Upper Room has responded 
back to us in a letter that they are going to resume our subscription with them. 
They said some glitch in their ordering system was at fault that deleted their 
automatic shipments to existing customers. So, before too long, we should have 
both the Daily Bread and The Upper Room devotionals here. Please let the church 
office know which one you prefer, or if you want to have both available to choose 
from.

This list will be used for Pastor/member visitation, 
bulletin mailings (if asked for) and correspondence from St. Paul’s - all to keep these 
folks connected to what’s going on here. If these folks would like to receive a copy 
of the weekly bulletin, or Our Daily Bread and/or Upper Room devotional, let us 
know that as well and we will see that these are mailed to them. Also, if you would 
like to be a part of the visitation team here at St. Paul’s, please see Pastor Chris or 
let the church office know. Joni Horne and Mary Loyer have volunteered for this 
team. Also, please let the church office  know if you have a family member 
that would like a visit from St. Paul’s Pastor or the Visitation Team and we 
will see that info is passed along. Thank you. 
 
The Congregational Meeting held July 21st – there were 36 voting members 
that attended. Of those, 28 voted for approving the By Laws as presented, 2 voted 
against approval, and 6 abstained. Using our stipulated 2/3 majority benchmark 
(which would require at least 24 approving), the motion passed. We now have a 
workable document to administer our church with, but this is a fluid document that 
will continue to need to adapt to our needs and requirements as we change as a 
church. We thank all who worked on this document for their time and efforts in 
putting it all together.
